Eligible candidates must:

* Be a current member, or the child of a member, of a local union affiliated to the OFL;

* Be enrolled for September 2019 to enter their first year of full-time study (leading to a diploma or
certificate) at a public Ontario community college or the first year of an undergraduate program (leading
to a degree) at a publicly funded Ontario university;

» Not have any prior post-secondary studies; and

* Be currently enrolled or not more than two years out of secondary school.

The criteria for selection of the scholarship winners will be based on:
* An original essay, poster, or video submission on the topic outlined in this year’s application package.
* A brief résumé outlining non-academic interests and activities, such as community or political J
involvement as well as goals for the future.
» Evidence of understanding the role and significance of the Canadian labour movement.

The deadline for receipt of applications is August 23, 2019. An Application Form is attached below. This year’s
scholarship winners will be announced in September 2019.

1. ESSAY: 1,000-word, typed essay on the following topic:
Across public schools in Ontario, the Provincial Conservative government under Premier Doug
Ford has increased class sizes, introduced mandatory e-learning credits, and cut resources for
students, all of which has resulted in course and program options being cut and the lay-off of
teachers and other education workers. How will these drastic changes affect future student’s access
to good quality education and how will it affect their learning? How will these cuts impact student’s
ability to access post-secondary education?

Make a pitch to your MPP about why they should support public education and outline the effects
that these drastic changes will have on education. Next, outline what students can do to make sure
they get quality education they need in order to move on to post-secondary studies.

2. VIDEO: Create an imaginative, clever and original one-minute video designed to encourage students
and/or young workers to get involved in fighting for quality public education as outlined in the
essay question above. Video submissions must be uploaded as an “unlisted” video on YouTube and
with a link provided.

3. POSTER: 8.5"x11” (letter-sized) poster of original artwork encouraging students and young workers to get
involved in fighting for quality public education, as outlined in the essay question above. Poster
submissions must be accompanied by a short 200-300 word reflection on how the poster connects
to the essay theme.
